D- In case the Commission which grants the investment license withdraws it for any reason, the
investor can appeal before the Head of the concerned Commission within (15) Fifteen days from
the date of registration the appeal, the Head of the Commission should take his decision within
(15) Fifteen days from the date of complaint registration, the lack of response during this period
considered as a rejection to the Complaint.

E- The appellant, whose complaint has been rejected as a judgment or lack of response, can com-
plain before the Chairman of the National Investment Commission within (15) Fifteen days from the
date of notification, and the Chairman should take his decision within (15) Fifteen days from the
date of complaint registration at his office.

F- If the appeal is rejected, or the period stipulated in item (E) has passed without considering the

complaint, Investor(s) may appeal before the jurisdiction courts

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Third: After receiving the investment license, the investor shall be granted a special identity card,
and they will enjoy all privileges regulated by instructions and regulations issued by the National
Investment Commission and approved by the Council of Ministers. Article 20

First, the Commission must issue the investment license through the establishment of a One-Stop
Shop, which includes authorized representatives of ministries and relevant bodies.

Second:

A- The Commission through One Stop Shop shall coordinate with sectored bodies by their autho-
rized delegates referred to in item (First) above on obtaining its approval on the investment proj-
ect, and such bodies will issue their approval or rejection or request to amend within (15) Fifteen
days from the date of notification, the delegate of governmental authority shall adhere to obtain
an answer during that period, the lack of response from the authority that requested its opinion
shall be considered as approval, and in case of rejection it should be causative.

B- In case of passing of the period referred to in paragraph (A) in item (Second) above, or in case
non-causative rejection, or arbitrary rejection, the One Stop Shop is entitled to submit its recom-
mendation to grant the investment license to the Head of the concerned commission, or the Board
of Directors as the case to issue in accordance with this law.

C- All governmental authorities commit to cooperate with the Commission after issuing the invest-
ment license to accomplish the requirements of investment project commencement within a period
of (30) Thirty days from the date of issuance.

Third: In the event of a disagreement between the National Investment Commissionss decision and
that of another relevant entity regarding the granting of a license other than the Region’'s Commis-
sions, the dispute shall be brought before the Prime Minister for settlement.

Fourth:

A- When the investment license request is denied, then the applicant can request reconsideration
from the head of the commission of the Region or governorate not affiliated with a region within
fifteen (15) days from the date of notification of the rejection. The head of the addressed commis-
sion should decide on the request within (7) days of the date the plea was registered in his office.

B- The plea submitter can object to the National Investment Commission within (15) fifteen days

from the date the rejection decision was issued. The Commission must decide the objection within
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aggregate demand in a desired direction. Monetary policy can be either expansionary, contrac-
tionary, or deflationary. Regarding the investment climate, monetary policy should regulate both
the exchange rate and the inflation rate. Exchange rates can harm the investment climate, and
such fluctuations make it challenging to assess the feasibility of projects and expose investors to
significant, unexpected losses. Inflation rates also have a direct impact on pricing policies and the
volume of profits, and thus the movement of capital. It also affects production costs, which are of
interest to investment companies. Therefore, the more expansionary the monetary policy is, the
more it attracts investment, and vice versa. If this is achieved by using appropriate monetary tools,
it is compatible with the required change in economic activity and is characterized by stability.

As for foreign trade, its role in improving the investment climate is significant, as it stimulates ex-
ports and encourages export-oriented investments, while also working to remove restrictions that
hinder international trade. Positively or negatively in the current account from the balance of pay-
ments, as the current account achieves a surplus if the foreign trade policy is good and sound, and

thus brings in new investors, or a deficit in the opposite case.

Procedures for Granting Investment License

Article 19

First, the investor shall obtain the license, in addition to the other required licenses, to enjoy the
privileges and exemptions provided by the Commission.

Second: The Commission shall grant the investment license to construct the project upon receipt
of a request submitted by the investor. The request submitted by the investor should include the
following:

A- Application form prepared by the Commission

B- Project financing plan coupled with ensuring a funding source from an accredited financial in-
stitution.

C- Projects performed by the investor or their partners inside or outside Iraq, and authorities sup-
porting them in implementation.

D- Details of the project intended to invest in and its economic feasibility.

E- A timetable for completing the project.
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Complementary conditions for attracting investment:

after providing the basic conditions, additional conditions must exist to create an appropriate in-
vestment climate and an encouraging and attractive environment for investment (Market size and
growth rate, availability of skilled and qualified human resources, availability of a developed base

for means of communication, and an effective institutional environment)

Investment Climate Components:

The investment climate consists of a group of factors that determine the suitability of the eco-
nomic, investment and legislative environment, and the degree of its attractiveness to attract and
localize investment, and to achieve increasing rates of trade exchange in open markets that in turn
raise the rate of economic growth, and push it towards developmental sustainability that leads
societies to prosperity and a higher standard of living. The report presents investment climate
components, which can be divided into economic components and non-economic components,

as follows:

The economic components of the investment climate

It includes a group of elements that indicate the level of the national economic performance, the
most important of which are:

Economic policy: It is viewed through three sub-policies: fiscal policy, monetary policy, and for-
eign trade policy.

The statess fiscal policy is considered one of the most important economic tools due to its impact
on economic variables, as it affects actual demand and, consequently, the levels of activity and
employment, as well as the general level of prices, among others. One of the results of this policy is
the occurrence of a balance, a deficit, or a surplus in the general budget. However, what is undesir-
able about the investment climate is an excessive deficit, which can lead to a significant increase
in inflation rates or a severe recession. Whenever the fiscal policy maintains a stable rate of the
staters general budget deficit, in a way that does not lead to general inflation or a downward stag-

nation, this is attractive to investment, so that the deficit is not an obstacle to investment growth.

As for monetary policy, it refers to a planned change in the money supply aimed at influencing

The importance of the investment environment is evident in its ability to attract both local and
foreign investments, as it encompasses fundamental aspects crucial to successful investments and
is relevant to investors» activities in the present and future. The investment environment includes
all policies, indicators, and tools that directly and indirectly affect decisions regarding economic
policies (financial, monetary, and trade), in addition to legal regulations and infrastructure. It's also
related to other factors, such as basic facilities, laws and regulations, the political and security
situation, as well as real investment opportunities, incentives, and various markets for production.
Accordingly, we can identify the investment environment as a comprehensive concept that focus-
es on both negative and positive circumstances in making investment opportunities successful and
affecting investment mobility. It encompasses social, economic, political, and legal contexts, as

well as governmental supporting agencies.

Basic conditions for attracting investment:

These are the essential prerequisites for attracting both foreign and domestic investment. These
conditions are political and economic stability. If the profits are high in a particular investment
environment, but it lacks a stable political and economic climate, then this makes the environment
repelling investment. This is because the investor will invest in an environment devoid of the pos-

sibility of expecting profits or their stability, which means that this environment is dominated by

uncertainty, and thus exposes human, physical, and financial capital to danger.
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
